Originally from Los Angeles, Tricia taught voice while performing as a professional singer 
in Los Angeles for over 25 years before moving to Europe, New York and then Atlanta to 
perform and teach, bringing her expertise in all styles of music to her students. Tricia 
was the lead singer and keyboard player for many Los Angeles bands, wrote and 
recorded her original songs, sang on numerous recording projects, albums, demos and 
sessions, and co-owned a popular recording studio in Los Angeles.  She has a Master’s 
Degree in Music, and later in her career, sang leading roles in many Opera and 
Broadway productions.  She has worked with many of the top names in the music 
business, as a singer, songwriter, and vocal coach.   
 
She was a Level 5 (the highest level possible) SLS (Speech Level Singing) Instructor, 
and she wrote a 300 page Teacher Training Manual that is still used to train SLS 
teachers around the world.  Seth Riggs, the creator of SLS and teacher of stars such as 
Michael Jackson, Ray Charles, and Usher says about Tricia “I can hardly imagine a 
vocal technique teacher more qualified to teach singing than you”.

You will receive a professional 
diagnosis of your vocal issues, and a plan to address those issues.  Based on the “Eight 
Steps of Vocal Development” concept from the textbook YOU can Sing l ike a Star  
by Tricia Grey, MM.  Then you will review the studio policies and reserve your spot in the 
permanent weekly schedule. Payment will be made at this time to reserve the first four 
sessions, using the financial information from the online registration form. Please bring 
all paperwork (completed and signed) to this session. 
  
HOW OFTEN WILL I TAKE LESSONS?  
Generally, a minimum of one lesson per week is necessary to make vocal progress. 
Consistency will ensure that you progress more quickly. Students may take more than 
one lesson per week. You may take 1 hour, ½ hour, or ¾ hour lessons. Lessons are at 
the same time every week- you pick a time that works for you, and that slot is reserved 
for you with your monthly pre-payment. Although it is less effective, students may choose 
to take bimonthly (every other week) lessons, or may take single lessons when the 
studio schedule permits, at the higher rate of $150 per hour.

HOW MANY LESSONS WILL I NEED?

Yes, the lessons are recorded to your iphone, ipad or other smart phone or to an SD 
card that you provide. SD cards are inexpensive and can be purchased at any office 
supply store. You can store about 10 hours of lessons on a 2 gig SD card and the sound 
is very good! You may need to purchase an SD card reader for your computer (about 
$10).  You can then store the lesson on your ipod, burn it to CD, or simply practice 
through the computer using speakers.

Though it is preferable that they practice in front 
of a mirror, you could also put the lesson on their ipod and have them practice in the car 
if you have a lot of drive time.  Please don’t be a parent who leaves it up to the child, 
gets frustrated because the child doesn’t do it, and then quits! The results of consistency 
in weekly lessons and daily practice are worth it!
